THINK ABOUT IT

When the inevitable trials of life invade our “space”, our usual first response is to
get into fear and anxiety. Some even experience panic attacks when left
unchecked. But God has written a letter to believers to counsel us when faced
with challenges or crises. One of many passages is found in James 1:2-4. It
reads “Bretheren, count it all joy when you face various trials, knowing that the
testing of your faith produces patience. But let patience have its perfect work,
that you may be perfect and complete, lacking nothing”.

The instructions from the disciple James are that we are to literally “rejoice” when
problems come before we do anything else. That sounds humanly impossible to
do when we are fighting off despair with all of our inner strength. But when we
think about the promise of the results of rejoicing — that (1) God will produce
patience in us and then (2) we will be perfected and (3) lacking nothing — we can
be motivated to follow this practice in each and every situation we face. We
begin this process when we thank God that even in our trial, He will find a way to
bless and strengthen us beyond where we were before trouble came.

The equation might look like this:
