THINK ABOUT IT 
 
Frustration gets the best of all of us from time to time, and many times it’s the 

small things that bring the biggest frustrations.  When we’re feeling frustrated, it 

can feel like we are going to explode because we can’t seem to accomplish what 

we set out to do.  And when we are in the midst of it, it can almost consume us.  

Frustration happens when we’re doing everything in our power to change 

something we can’t do anything about.  The Bible calls that the works of the 

flesh.  Ephesians 2:8-9 says “for by grace you have been saved through faith, 

and not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should 

boast.”   

 

The good news here is that the solution to our frustration is pretty simple – it’s 

called Grace.  Grace is God’s power freely given to us, enabling us to do what we 

cannot do on our own, no matter how long and how hard we try.  If we could 

solve problems on our own, our human nature would lead us to boast and have a 

spirit of pride.  Another discovery about the works of the flesh is that they are the 

works that don’t work!  Anytime you’re frustrated it’s because you’ve stopped 

trusting the grace of God and you’ve started doing things in your own strength.  

We need to stop forcing and realize that we can’t fix much of anything – God has 

to do it through us.  Proverbs 16:3 also reminds us to “roll your works upon the 

Lord and He will cause your thoughts to agree with His will; and so your plans will 

succeed”.   

 

Your life can be marked by the grace of God and He will cause you to break free 

from a lifestyle of frustration.  The equation looks like this:
