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THINK ABOUT IT 
 
 

The thought life of a Christian is extremely 
important.  In fact Christians need to start 
thinking about what they are thinking about!  
Most of the time, we are not even aware of 
what we have on our mind – thoughts come 
and thoughts go and we are pretty clueless as 
to the deep effect of these random and 
numerous thoughts.  And wouldn’t you know 
that God thought it was necessary to address 
this seemingly innocent activity in His word.   
 
In Paul’s letter to the church at Philippi, he is 
writing from a prison cell.  He had lost all that 
the world considers valuable, but he was still 
joyful and optimistic.  He was instructing the 
Philippians how and what to think about, for he 
knew a secret about having the peace of God.  
In Chapter 4:8-9 he says (paraphrased) to 
ONLY meditate on things that are truthful, 
noble, just, pure, lovely, of good report, 
virtuous, and praiseworthy.  This list would 
then exclude gossip, criticism, superiority, 
condemnation, slander, and jealousy among 
others.  Paul further urges them to do as they 
had heard and learned and seen him do in his 
ministry.  Paul had discovered that we can 
decide what we think about and meditate on, 
whether we realize it or not.  He says the 
outcome of a positive thought life will bring the 
peace of God instead of a depressed and 
negative outlook on life.  Personally, I believe it 
is exciting and empowering to know that we 
can set the thermostat of our hearts by 
choosing to think the most uplifting thoughts 
about any situation.  Then we can see joy 
causing the thermometer to rise up. 
 
The next time you find yourself idling or letting 
your mind wander, make a point of checking 
whether it is something you can afford to think 
about for even a moment.
