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GROW IN PRAYER DURING LENT

Prayer is an essential part of Christian life. Lent is an excellent time to grow in prayer.
Here is a simple prayer routine that helps many people stay focused in their prayer time.
Try this every morning during Lent, and | am confident that you will grow in your love of
prayer.

THUMB - Your thumb, the largest finger, represents the people you should pray for most
—your family. Remember them by name. Let a need come to mind for each one, and ask
God to supply.

INDEX FINGER - Your index finger is your pointing finger. Pray for those who help
point the way for you: teachers, ministers, counselors, role models, and your church.
Remember them by name.

MIDDLE FINGER - Your middle finger is the tallest finger. Pray for those who stand
out because they are in public service: International leaders, national, state, and local
leaders, those in military service. Remember them by name.

RING FINGER - Just as a wedding ring represents a promise, your ring finger represents
those you have promised to pray for. Remember them by name.

LITTLE FINGER - Your little finger is the smallest and last. Pray for yourself and your
own needs. There is nothing wrong with praying for yourself. Just keep it in its proper
place.

FIST — Your fist represents anger. Pray for those you need to forgive.

PALM - Your open palm represents openness to God and to others. Pray that you will
trust God, and be open to loving others, for the rest of the day.
