THINK ABOUT IT

Every Christian experiences trials in life from time to time. Some trials are visible and
some trials are waged in the mind. Those that go on in our mind are caused by spiritual
strongholds. Any inner belief system or attitude that blocks us from being all that God
created us to be is a mental stronghold.

In Paul's 2" letter to the Church at Corinth, verses 10:4-5 instruct them (and us) how to
wage war against the enemy using spiritual weapons instead of carnal, earthly ones. He
says, “the weapons of our warfare are not carnal ones, but mighty in God (spiritual
ones) for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments (or imaginations) and every
proud thing that tries to exalt itself against the knowledge of God, bringing all of our
thoughts captive to obey Christ.” In layman’s terms, this means that ALL of our
thoughts need to be examined and then forced to line up with what God has already said
in His Word about our situation. If they don’t agree, we need to repent before God for
our negative and rebellious thoughts and then declare what His Word says to replace
what we previously mediated on.

The idea is that we bring our thoughts under the Lordship of Christ — in other words, we
obey God’s Word with our minds. A stronghold is actually designed to destroy us or
block God’s kingdom purposes in our lives. It can be as simple as having the false inner
belief that God will not do the things He has promised us. These strongholds can be
pulled down by the power of the Holy Spirit and by renewing our minds with the Word of
God. When we are obedient to this scripture, we will begin to walk in the knowledge of
the truth and see God’s glory revealed in us.
