The class will be held each Tuesday evening from

The purpose of the class will be to provide healthy 
community for members of the church and others.

THINK ABOUT IT  
                
As we journey through the Lenten Season, we must remember that God’s purpose for this is for us to 
experience Christ’s period of strengthening during His time in the wilderness.  This was just before He 
took the greatest step in all humanity – to give His life for mankind, to redeem us from the curse.   
 
These forty days are intended to separate us from our “business as usual” and cause us to see our lives 
from God’s perspective.  Romans 2:4 says that “it is the goodness of God that leads us to repentance”.  
But many Christians are still reluctant and resistant to repent.  That is because human nature doesn’t 
want to change!  Repentance isn’t merely apologizing to God for our sin, but it is actually agreeing with 
God that we have violated His precepts and then doing a “180” and go in the opposite direction.  It is 
taking on a new mind-set and attitude, and leaving that sin behind.  Sometimes sins are the big ones that 
people battle for years and years.  They may take the form of excess, addictions, abuse, and the like.  Or 
they may be the little, bitty ones that we have talked ourselves into believing they aren’t big enough to 
matter much.  The Song of Solomon 2:15 says that “the little foxes spoil the vine.”  That man of wisdom 
saw that it’s the small ways that we relate to people, and the small acts of diligence and obedience that 
cause us to live peaceful and victorious lives.  It may be as small as dealing with jealousy, criticism, 
pessimism, laziness, offense, or self-centeredness.  We should all look at ourselves on Easter Sunday and 
somehow see that we look noticeably more like Christ than we did before. 
 
The equation might look like this: 

REPENTANCE === SANCTIFICATION
