THINK ABOUT IT

A joy-filled heart is very misunderstood and even underrated. It isn’t just a pleasant attitude or
a pasted-on smile that we wear when we go out in public. Nehemiah 9:10 says, “Do not sorrow,
for the joy of the Lord is your strength”.

When we are going through stressful, challenging times and feeling pressure from every
direction, joy just might be the very thing needed to keep-on-keeping on. It's no secret that it
requires a lot of inner strength to live the Christian life in victory. Paul wrote to Timothy that he
fought the good fight, finished the race, and kept the faith. The fruit of joy is absolutely
mandatory in accomplishing those feats, for we would be weary most of the time without it.
John 16:24 says to “ask (God) for the fullness of joy”. He says that when we don’t have joy, it's
because we haven’t asked for it. Most often, when we are feeling hopeless or discouraged in
life, we have to take it upon ourselves to stir up the joy that is within us.

A good place to begin is remembering what David said in Psalm 16:11: “In your presence is
fullness of joy”. Whenever you retreat into God’s presence for a time of refreshment, ask Him to
pour His joy into your heart, and then watch that joy give you the strength you need as you
journey on.
