THINK ABOUT IT

How many times have you prayed for something and failed to receive your answer? James 4:3
says “you ask and do not receive, because you ask amiss, that you may spend ‘your answer’
selfishly.” We all need wisdom to ask for the right thing, which means we need God’s thoughts
about the situation before we can pray effectively. We could be crying out to God for healing
when we actually need a miracle. We may be praying about a money shortage when what we
have is a giving shortage. Sometimes, we could even be causing the problem ourselves without
knowing it. We need the wisdom of God and here’s how we get it. Jesus tells us in Luke that the
wisdom of God is the Word of God. Solomon teaches us in Proverbs 4 that “wisdom is the
principal thing; therefore, get wisdom: and with all thy getting, get understanding. Exalt
‘wisdom’ and she will promote thee.” In other words, the main thing is the main thing! And that
is the very wisdom and heart of Almighty God.

So we should first seek the Word of God, soak in it, and learn it thoroughly. Allow it to seriously
influence your thinking, and your thinking will eventually influence your acting and your praying.
You may suddenly have a realization, a deep conviction, an inner-knowing, or a wake-up call.
This is how God’s wisdom comes to us — when we seek after it and respond to it in obedience. It
is said that “wisdom is knowledge experienced.”
