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I'm sure you've been watching the news like me, following everything that’'s hap-
pening with the oil in the Gulf of Mexico. We've seen the pictures, we know what
it looks like. We've smelled the air, we know what it smells like. Seeing this
tragic situation unfold, the following verses from Psalm 8 have been on my mind
and my heart and | want to share them with you: “O Lord, our Lord, how majestic
is thy name in all the earth! When | look at thy heavens, the work of thy fingers,
the moon and the stars which thou hast established; what is man that thou art
mindful of him, and the son of man that thou dost care for him? Yet thou hast
made him little less than God, and dost crown him with glory and honor. Thou
hast given him dominion over the works of thy hands; thou hast put all things un-
der his feet, all sheep and oxen, and also the beasts of the field, the birds of the
air, and the fish of the sea, whatever passes along the paths of the sea. O Lord,
our Lord, how majestic is thy name in all the earth!”

God has entrusted the stewardship of His creation to us, and right now we're
looking at a manmade catastrophe. As Christians, | want to suggest some things
we can do immediately in response: 1) We must pray continuously for the heal-
ing of the environment; 2) We must pray for the safety of all those who are work-
ing to clean up the mess; 3) We must have the courage to utilize alternative,
clean sources of energy; 4) We must take the lessons we learn from this situation
and apply them so that mistakes like this don't happen again; 5) Along with
prayer, we must seek ways to help those folks whose lives and way of life have
been impacted by this disaster.

| hope by the time you read this, the flow of oil has been stopped, but stopping
the flow of oil does not mean the event is over. Those of us who enjoy the
beauty of God’s creation along the Gulf coast as well as the great seafood will be
impacted for years, if not decades. The healing of the environment will take
time. Let us thank God for such a precious gift and commit ourselves to being
the best stewards we can be of all that God as entrusted to us.
