Crunchy Chinese Salad 
 

1 envelop Italian dressing mixed as directed or 
bottled Italian dressing 
½ cup brown sugar 
2 - 2 Tbsp. soy sauce 
2 pkg, (3 oz) ramen noodles, crushed, discard 
seasonings 
2 pkg. (16 oz.) coleslaw salad blend 
4 green onions, sliced 
½ cup sunflower seeds 
½ cup sliced almonds 
 

Mix about 2 cups of dressing with ¼ cup brown 
sugar & 2 Tbsp. soy sauce.  Set aside to dress 
the salad. 
  
Mix, crushed ramen noodles, sunflower seeds 
and almonds together.  Mix together remaining ¼ 
cup brown sugar and 2 Tbsp. Soy Sauce.  Stir 
soy sauce mixture into ramen noodle mixture.  
Pour on to flat baking pan and bake at 200 
degrees until light brown and crunchy.  Cool. 
  
Toss coleslaw blend and green onions, cooled 
ramen noodle mixture.  Add dressing, to taste, 
just prior to serving.  Do not dress too early.

1 pound ground beef or turkey 
1 package frozen corn or canned corn drained 
1 cup salsa or a can of Rotel tomatoes (pick your 
flavor) 
1 (15oz.) can tomato sauce, or stewed tomatoes, 
or tomato purée 
1 bunch green onions chopped 
1 (16 oz.) can black beans, unseasoned 
1 envelope taco seasoning mix 
1 (16 oz.) carton cottage cheese or ricotta 
cheese 
1 (16 oz.) package of grated shredded cheese 
(Monterey jack and cheddar) 
2 eggs 
10 flour tortillas 
1 ½ cups shredded cheddar cheese 
 

Brown the ground meat, add onions, all 
tomatoes, corn, black beans and taco seasoning.  
Allow to cook thoroughly.  Stir cottage cheese, 16 
oz. of shredded cheese and eggs together. 
 

In a 9 X 13 inch pan, place a thin layer of meat 
sauce, a layer of tortillas, a layer of cheese and a 
layer meat sauce, etc. top with a layer of 1 ½ cup 
shredded cheese.  Bake at 375 º for 30 minutes.

With hurricane season already upon us, Munholland would like everyone to be prepared. Discuss the types of hazards 
that could affect your family.  Know your home’s vulnerability to storm surge, flooding and wind. 
 

� Locate a safe room or the safest areas in your home for each hurricane hazard.   
� Designate an out-of-state friend as a family contact so all your family members have a single point of contact. 
� Make a plan now for what to do with your pets should you need to evacuate. 
� Post emergency telephone numbers by your phones and make sure your children know how and when to call 

911. 
� Check your insurance coverage.  Flood damage is not usually covered by homeowners insurance. 
� Stock nonperishable emergency supplies & have a disaster supply kit ready. 
� Use a NOAA weather radio.  Remember to replace the battery every six months, as you do with your smoke 

detectors. 
� Take fist-aid, CPR and disaster-preparedness classes. 

 
Stock your disaster supply kit with the following items to last three to seven days: 

• Water – have at least one gallon per person per day 

• Nonperishable packaged or canned foods and juices 

• Foods for infants and elderly family members on restricted diets 

• A manual can-opener 

• Cooking utensils and fuel for alternative sources of light and heat 

• Paper plates and plastic utensils 

• Appropriate clothing, rain gear and sturdy shoes for all family members 

• A first-aid kit, including prescription medicines 

• Blankets and pillows 

• Special-need items, such as a stroller and diapers for baby, or a walker for elderly family members 

• Toiletries, hygiene items and moist wipes 

• A flashlight with batteries 

• Enough cash.  Banks and ATMs may be down after a hurricane 

• Keys for the house, car, safe, etc. 

• Important documents such as insurance & medical records, bank acct numbers, & Social Security cards.  Store 
documents in a waterproof container or watertight resealable plastic bag 

• A basic set of tools, such as a screwdriver, a hammer, a wrench, pliers, etc. 

• Fill up your car’s gas tank 

• Pet care items, immunization records, medications, food supply, etc. 

• Toys, books and games 

• Stay tuned to a battery-operated NOAA weather radio
