THINK ABOUT IT

But once God’s Word 
is spoken in faith, it will be the final word.  Only God is the final authority.  God has 
given you His contract in His word and when you do your part by believing, speaking, 
and acting on a heart full of faith, God’s Word will come to pass.  No circumstance can 
prevail against it or stop it when we are determined to enforce His Word.  Settle it once 
and for all - His Word is absolutely true.
