THINK ABOUT IT

The Pharisees had a heart condition that grieved Jesus. Their hearts were hard
and insensitive. They knew the scriptures backward and forward, and Jesus fit
every prophecy written in them. But the insensitivity of their hearts literally
blinded them to who He was. Their hearts were also hardened to the needs of
the people around them. In Mark 3, we find they were 1) criticizing the minister
of God 2) protecting their religious traditions instead of obeying God’s word 3)
worrying about their own welfare rather than that of others.

That very same thing is happening today and God is grieving. In 2 Chronicles
16:9 Ezra, a priest and scribe, tells the Israelites “For the eyes of the Lord run to
and fro throughout the whole earth, to shew Himself strong on behalf of them
whose heart is perfect toward Him.” In this passage, “perfect” actually means
“loyal” - loyal to God and His purposes. All of us will agree that we want and
need God to show Himself strong to us, for without His strength and help, we are
doomed to fail. If we are honest, we might find we have fallen prey to some of
the same mistakes the Pharisees did.

This passage of scripture is a reminder and a call to each one of us to examine
our own heart condition. If you are desiring an outpouring of the Holy Spirit in
your life, in your family, your business, or your church, check your heart. If you
find hardness there, repent and ask God to change you. Ask Him to give you the
kind of heart that will allow Him to show Himself strong on your behalf.
